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Article 1
These Regulations are enacted pursuant to Article 30-1 of the Cultural Heritage Preservation Act and Article 29-1 of the Provisional Act Governing Reconstruction for 921 Earthquake.
The procurement conducted by government agencies for repair of historic sites shall be applied to the provisions of these Regulations; for any affairs other than prescribed hereinto, other related laws and regulations shall apply.
Article 2
The scope of "procurement for historic site repair projects" is as follows:
1. Labor commission: historic site repair plan, deconstruction investigation, layout design, supervision of construction, work plan, investigation and exploitation of archeological relics, and supervision of archeological relic exploitation.
2. Customized engineering: deconstruction of historic sites, repair, emergency repair, on-site protection structures.
Article 3
"Historic site repair plan" referred to in these Regulations includes the following matters:
1. Collection of historical literatures and textual research on history.
2. Environmental investigation.
3. Necessary archeological research.

4. Investigation on establishment and maintenance history of the structures and the working techniques used for them.
5. Investigation on structures and research on the original appearance.
6. Analysis and investigation on the traditional craftsman’s skills and the materials.
7. Investigation on damage and diagnosis of conformation.
8. Drafting of repair principles and methods and primary budgetary estimation.
9. Suggestions on necessity deconstruction investigation and the scope and method of such investigation
10. Mapping of plane, three-dimensional, sectional and detailed drawings in proper scales and repair plan illustration.
11. Necessary facilities required for reuse and operating management plan of such facilities.
12. Other matters related to repair of historic sites.
Article 4
"Deconstruction investigation" referred to in these Regulations includes the following matters:
1. Investigation on the scope and objective of necessary deconstruction works.
2. Deconstruction methods and protection & preservation measures.
3. Scientific test, experiment and records on materials and environment.
4. Review on repair principles, methods and budgetary estimation.

5. Supervision and recording of deconstruction investigation engineering.
6. Review, analysis and suggestions on existing structure.
7. Necessary archeological analysis and records.
8. Other matters related to deconstruction investigation.
Article 5
"Layout design" referred to in these Regulations includes the following matters:
1. Collation and analysis of necessity investigation data.
2. Amendment of repair plan according to the result of deconstruction investigation.
3. Drafting of layout design.
4. Mapping of the current conditions of historic site.
5. Construction drawings.

6. Necessary structural safety inspection and reinforcement design

7. Compilation of construction instruction book.

8. Compilation of construction budget.
9. Other matters related to layout design.
Article 6
"Supervision of construction" referred to in these Regulations includes the following matters:
1. Supervision of constructors' checking and counting the original components and cultural artifacts

2. Examination on the construction plan and estimated schedule prepared by the constructors as well as the qualifications of traditional artisans, important subcontractors and equipment manufacturers.
3. Verification of the staking-out, construction benchmark measurement, and other measurement activities conducted by the constructors.
4. Bringing forward suggestions and treatment measures in case the original appearance of historic site doesn’t meet the design drawings.
5. Supervision and inspection of constructors' storing, repairing or renewing the materials originally used as well as quality management.
6. Supervision of constructors' performing the protection of existing cultural relics, worksite safety and sanitation, traffic maintenance, and environmental protection.
7. Inspection of the schedule and the estimated cost.
8. Coordination and integration of contract interfaces.
9. Supervision of suggestion on the suitability, testing and commissioning of the newly increased equipments.

10. Examination of completion documents and settlement.
11. Assistance in compilation of work report and acceptance.
12. Assistance in settlement of disputes regarding performance of contract.
13. Other matters related to supervision of construction.
Article 7
"Work report" referred to in these Regulations includes the following matters:
1. Records of the damages prior to construction and the recovered conditions after construction.
2. Records of the construction process, technology and school of the participators of construction and the artisans.
3. Records of new findings and the process of disposal.
4. Records of experiment on the techniques adopted, the construction process and testing report.
5. Photos, images, optical discs and records of the historic site prior to and after construction, construction process, special structures, commencement, mounting of beams, meetings or ceremonial activities, or other matters need to be inspected as prescribed in the construction contract.

6. Pre-construction, as-built drawings or models, and drawings or models of special technology. 
7. Collection of the meeting proceedings, important official documents, construction logs, final account of construction, and acceptance records.

8. Other necessary documents related to work plan.

Article 8
"Investigation of archeological sites" referred to in these Regulations include the following maters:

1. Collection and collation of literatures and documents.

2. Field investigation and assessment of the current conditions and range of archeological sites.
3. Trial exploitation and assessment of archeological sites.
4. Necessary archeological investigation, trial exploitation and assessment conducted upon deconstruction investigation of historic sites.
5. Necessary archeological investigation, trial exploitation and assessment conducted during the repair of historic sites.
6. Compilation of investigation report.
7. Other matters related to investigation of archeological sites.
Article 9

"Exploitation of archeological sites" referred to in these Regulations include the following matters:
1. Exploitation, planning and assessment of archeological sites.

2. Collation and safekeeping of the exploited articles.

3. Suggestions on maintenance and management of archeological data.

4. Necessary archeological exploitation, assessment and suggestion conducted upon deconstruction investigation of historic sites.

5. Necessary archeological exploitation and assessment conducted during the repair of historic sites.
Article 10

"Supervision of archeological site exploitation" referred to in these Regulations includes the following matters:
1. Supervision of exploitation of archeological site.
2. Assistance in and supervision of disposal of the articles found in exploitation.
3. Other matters related to supervision of archeological site exploitation.
Article 11
Except for investigation and exploitation of archeological sites and supervision of archeological site exploitation, the labor commission of procurement for historic site repair project may be conducted collectively once for several cases.
Where the procurement for historic site repair project includes labor commission and customized engineering, except for investigation and exploitation of archeological sites and supervision of archeological site exploitation, the procurement may be conducted collectively once for several cases.
Article 12
Restrictive tendering shall be adopted for the labor commission part of a historic site repair project, and selective tendering shall be adopted where labor commission and customized engineering are conducted collectively.

Selective tendering shall be adopted for the customized engineering part of the procurement for historic site repair project conducted by government agencies. However, restrictive tendering shall be adopted under any of the following circumstances: 

1. Where emergency response measure is taken in accordance with the Regulations Governing Response to Severe Disaster to Historic sites; or
2. Where modern technology and special techniques are used in respect of the particularity of historic site.
Tendering activities held in accordance with the provisions of the preceding two paragraphs may not violate the treaties or agreements signed by our country.

Article 13

For labor procurement for repair plan, deconstruction investigation, layout design, supervision of construction, and work report of historic site repair project, if the successful bidder of any of the aforesaid labor service items meets the qualification requirements of the presider of another labor service item, he may participate in the bidding for the other labor service item.

Article 14

The presiders of historic site repair plan, deconstruction investigation or work plan shall be assumed by the architects, professors, associate professors, or assistant professors in colleges and universities, or other persons of equivalent qualifications, who have once participated in repair of historic sites and have their names listed in the work report, and have been recognized and listed on website by the central competent authority of historic sites.
The presiders referred to in the preceding paragraph may not participate in bidding or be commissioned to undertake new projects where there is another contract of historic site repair plan, deconstruction investigation or work plan not finished yet, and the accumulated service charge has been more than NTD 10 million, unless the failure of performance of contract is caused by Force Majeure.
Article 15
The presiders of layout design or supervision of construction shall be assumed by the architects who have once participated in the layout design or supervision of construction for repair of historic sites, and have been recognized and listed on website by the central competent authority of historic sites.
The presiders referred to in the preceding paragraph may not participate in bidding or be commissioned to undertake new projects where there is another contract of layout design or supervision of construction not finished yet, and the accumulated service charge, after being averaged according to the contract schedule, has been more than NTD 15 million, unless the failure of performance of contract is caused by Force Majeure.

Article 16

The presiders of investigation, exploitation or exploitation supervision of archeological sites shall be assumed by the architects, professors, associate professors, or assistant professors in colleges and universities, or other persons of equivalent qualifications, who have once participated in investigation, exploitation or exploitation supervision of archeological sites and have their names listed in the work report, and have been recognized and listed on website by the central competent authority of historic sites.
The presiders referred to in the preceding paragraph may not participate in bidding or be commissioned to undertake new projects where there is another contract of investigation, exploitation or exploitation supervision of archeological sites not finished yet, and the accumulated service charge has been more than NTD 7.5 million, unless the failure of performance of contract is caused by Force Majeure.

Article 17

The presiders of the labor plans for municipal or county (city) historic sites may be appointed by the municipal or county (city) governments through public and objective appraisal, without being limited by the provisions of the preceding three Articles.

Article 18

Where the procurement for repair of historic sites conforms to any of the following, with the approval of the competent authorities with jurisdiction over historic sites, architects who are not recognized and listed on website by the central competent authority in charge of historic sites may be commissioned to undertake the design and supervision of construction, or customized engineering firms may be directly commissioned to undertake the mapping of construction drawings and the construction.

1. Emergency supporting protective works.

2. Partial repair works not involving structural change.

3. Moth proof, leakage proof, anti-erosion, depainting and other professional works.

4. Structural reinforcement works needing the attestation of professional technicians.

Article 19

To apply for being recognized as labor presiders of historic site repair project, the persons who have once assumed the labor presider of a historic site repair project shall submit the following documents to the municipal or county (city) government at the location of the historic site, and the municipal or county (city) government shall, after primary examination, submit a list of the applicants to the central competent authority in charge of historic sites for examination and recognition:

1. Architects shall submit photocopy of business license and photocopy of work report or contract of finished project.

2. Professors, associate professors, assistant professors and those who have equivalent titles shall submit photocopy of related identity certificate issued by the Ministry of Education and photocopy of work report or contract of finished project.

Article 20

To apply for being recognized as labor presiders of historic site repair project, the persons who have never assumed the labor presider of historic site repair project shall submit the following documents to the central competent authority in charge of historic sites for examination and recognition:

1. Architects shall submit the following documents:

(1) Photocopy of business license.

(2) Evidential documents proving the applicant has participated in repair of historic sites.

(3) Fifteen copies of a paper regarding repair and preservation of historic sites.

2. Professors, associate professors, assistant professors and those who have equivalent titles shall submit the following documents:

(1) Photocopy of the identity certificate issued by the Ministry of Education.

(2) Evidential documents proving the applicant has participated in repair of historic sites.

(3) Fifteen copies of a paper regarding repair and preservation of historic sites.

Article 21

To apply for being recognized as labor presiders of archeological sites, the persons who have once assumed the labor presider of archeological sites shall submit the following documents to the municipal or county (city) government at the location of the historic site, and the municipal or county (city) government shall, after primary examination, submit a list of the applicants to the central competent authority in charge of historic sites for examination and recognition:

1. Photocopy of identity certificate of professor, associate professor, assistant professor or equivalent title issued by the Ministry of Education.

2. Photocopy of work report or contract of finished projects.

Article 22

To apply for being recognized as labor presiders of archeological sites, the persons who have never assumed the labor presider of archeological sites shall submit the following documents to the central competent authority in charge of historic sites for examination and recognition:

1. Photocopy of identity certificate of professor, associate professor, assistant professor or equivalent title issued by the Ministry of Education.

2. Evidential documents proving the applicant’s experiences in investigation, exploitation and supervision of exploitation of archeological sites.

3. Fifteen copies of a paper regarding exploitation and preservation of historic sites.

Article 23
The customized engineering firm of historic site repair project must be the construction companies established in accordance with the Regulations Governing Management of Construction Companies, and shall meet the following qualification requirements:
1. National or First-class Historic site: have actually finished two or more historic site repair projects, and have the worksite directors set forth in Paragraph One of Article 25 and the traditional artisans or professional technicians set forth in Article 26.
2. Provincial (municipal) or county (city), or Second or Third Class historic site: have the worksite directors set forth in Paragraph Two of Article 25 and the traditional artisans or professional technicians set forth in Article 26.

Traditional artisans or professional technicians may be selected to conduct the repair of colored drawing, scissor-cut, pottery or other single traditional technical works. 

Article 24

Besides the provision of the preceding Article, the competent authorities with jurisdiction over historic sites may additionally prescribe qualification requirements for the customized engineering firms of historical repair projects in accordance with Article 36 of the Government Procurement Law where necessary.

Article 25
The worksite directors of national or First-class historic site shall have at least four years of experiences in acting as worksite director for repair of historic sites, and have no record of misconducts.

The worksite directors of provincial or county (city), or second or third class historic sites shall meet any of the following qualification requirements: 

1. Have accumulated not less than two years of experiences in acting as worksite director of historic site repair projects and no record of misconducts.

2. Have accumulated not less than two years of experiences in repair of historic sites and no record of misconducts.
3. Have accumulated not less than two years of experiences in repair of historic sites and no record of misconducts, and hold a certificate of training or lecture on repair of historic sites organized by the central competent authority in charge of historic sites.
Article 26
The traditional artisans or professional technicians engaged in repair of historic sites shall meet any of the following qualification requirements:

1. Be listed in the Roll of Traditional Artisans in Taiwan and Fukien published by the Ministry of the Interior;

2. Have participated in repair of historic site, and have his name recorded in the work report; 
3. Hold a certificate of training or lecture held by the central authority specified in the Cultural Heritage Preservation Act or any other government agency or association commissioned by the central authority.
Artisans or professional technicians engaged in repair of indigenous peoples' historic sites shall be assumed by those who have the abilities to repair the historic sites of indigenous peoples, and the recognition of such artisans or technicians shall be conducted by the municipal or county (city) government at the location of historic sites.
Article 27
For procurement for labor commission of layout design and supervision of construction, the price shall be calculated on the basis of service cost plus public expenses. However, if the work scope or content cannot be clearly determined, the price may be calculated on a monthly, daily or hourly basis.
Article 28
Prior to construction, the construction firm of historic site repair project shall check up and count the existing cultural artifacts and components and make detailed records under the supervision of the supervision firm.
The construction firm of historic site repair project shall strengthen protection of the important cultural relics and components in historic sites, and take security measures and cover insurance for them.
The expenses of the security and insurance referred to in the preceding paragraph shall be included in the budget of historic site repair project or deconstruction project.
Article 29
When bidding for customized engineering of historic site repair projects, the construction firms shall submit a list of the worksite directors, traditional artisans or professional technicians, and the personnel listed by the successful bidder shall arrive at the site to provide service.
After the bid is awarded, approval of the original purchaser shall be acquired for any change of the personnel referred to in the preceding paragraph, and such change may be conducted only once unless in special occasions, and the replacing personnel shall conform to the related provisions of these Regulations.

Article 30
Repair of historic sites shall be conducted carefully according to the on-site directions given by the supervisor, and during the construction, any doubt shall be reported to the supervisor for disposal.
The doubt referred to in the preceding paragraph shall be reported by the construction supervisor jointly with the original designer to the competent authorities with jurisdiction over historic sites for disposal; where necessary, the design may be altered in accordance with relevant provisions.
Article 31
Labor commission shall be divided into several sections for inspection according to the contract, and the result of inspection shall be used for acceptance.
The content of the inspection referred to in the preceding paragraph shall be clearly prescribed in the contract.
Article 32
In principle, a repair project shall be conducted in such a way that the historic site can be recovered to original conditions, and without the approval of the competent authority, no new articles or any other articles may be used to replace the original ones.
Article 33
The competent authorities of specific levels may establish a Consultation Group to implement historic site repair projects.
The tasks of the Consultation Group referred to in the preceding paragraph are to assist the examination of the documents submitted by the constructors, to supervise the proceeding of repair, and to provide necessary consultation for repair of historic sites.
Article 34
To implement the performance evaluation of historic site repair projects, the central competent authority of historic sites may have the municipal or county (city) government at the location of historic site evaluate the performance after the repair project is completed and then report the result to the central competent authority for reference.
The central competent authority of historic sites shall list the performance evaluation results of historic site repair projects on website, as reference for the government agencies concerned to handle the repair project.
Article 35
These Regulations shall come into force as of the date of promulgation.
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
