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1. These Directions are enacted by the Ministry of the Interior (hereinafter referred to as "the MOI") in order to reward those who make contributions to the preservation, maintenance and promotion of historic sites (hereinafter referred to as “a/the site”).
2. Those who meet the following requirements in preservation of sites may be granted a diploma, and those who have received a diploma for three consecutive years may be granted a stele:
(1) The current condition of a site has been successfully maintained.
(2) The internal and external environment of the site is in order.
(3) The existing space of the site is used appropriately.
(4) Appropriate measures are taken if the historic site is opened to the public.
3. Those who take any of the following measures to promote historic sites and achieve excellent results may be granted a diploma and a prize of NTD 50,000.
(1) Write and publish a book in which a site is the main topic.
(2) Make a film or TV program in which a site is the main topic.
(3) Open a private historic site to the public.
(4) Take other measures to promote historic site preservation.

Every year the number of those who are rewarded under the conditions of the preceding paragraph must be not more than twenty (20), and the reward set forth in Subparagraphs (1) and (2) will only be granted to those who have not received any subsidy from the government for the same reason.
4. Those who donate money for management and preservation of historic sites may be rewarded in accordance with the following standards:
(1) One who donates a sum of not less than NTD 100,000 but less than NTD 500,000 in one year will be awarded a diploma.
(2) One who donates a sum of not less than NTD 500,000 but less than NTD 2,000,000 in one year shall be awarded a medal.
(3) One who donates a sum of not less than NTD 2,000,000 in one year shall be awarded a stele.
5. An owner who assumes a part of the expenses when repairing a private historic site may be rewarded in accordance with the following standards:
(1) An owner who assumes an expense of not less than NTD 3,000,000 but less than NTD 5,000,000 shall be awarded a diploma.
(2) An owner who assumes an expense of not less than NTD 5,000,000 but less than NTD 10,000,000 may be awarded a medal.
(3) An owner who assumes an expense of not less than NTD 10,000,000 but less than NTD 20,000,000 may be awarded a stele.
(4) An owner who assumes an expense of not less than NTD 20,000,000 may be awarded a medal from the MOI.
The owner of a private historic site who assumes all its repair expenses may be awarded a medal from the MOI.
6. An individual who donates a private historic site to the government may be granted a medal from the MOI; an association that donates a private historic site to the government may be granted a stele, and the local government may set up a plaque acknowledging the donation in an appropriate place for appreciation and encouragement.
Those who are rewarded according to the preceding paragraph, if conforming to the provisions of the Praise and Honor Act or the Medal Act, may apply for praise or acknowledgement as a model citizen and granted a medal.
7. Anyone that discovers an ownerless historic site (whether buried underground, submerged underwater or aboveground) and reports it to the local police or government may be granted a medal and a prize of NTD 500,000 after discovery has been recognized by the MOI.
When two or more persons make a find as prescribed in the preceding paragraph, a medal and prize may be awarded to the individual who reports the find to the relevant authority first. In the event that the find is reported by more than one individual at the same time, each may be awarded a medal and the prize will be distributed equally among them.
8. Anyone who conforms to any of the circumstances prescribed in Paragraph One of Article 55, Article 57, and Article 58 of the Cultural Heritage Preservation Act can not be rewarded under these directions for within one year.
9. Once it is confirmed that an individual has been rewarded as a consequence of fraud, the reward will be immediately cancelled, and the reward and prize will be replevied.
10. The rewards set forth in these Directions will be managed in accordance with the following procedures:
(1) For reasons prescribed in Subparagraphs (1), (2) and (4), Paragraph One of 3,  the individual or association concerned must, before the end of January of that year, fill in an Application Form for Reward (see the annexed form) and submit it together with relevant certificates or documents to the MOI for examination and approval.
(2) For reasons prescribed in 2, Subparagraphs (3), Paragraph One of 3, and 4 and 5, the municipal or county (city) government will, before the end of January each year, fill in an Application Form for Reward, and submit it together with relevant certificates to the MOI for examination and approval.
Where necessary, the MOI may invite scholars, experts and other government agencies concerned to examine the application issues referred to in the preceding paragraph.
11. The local governments will report the reward measures taken to encourage the preservation, maintenance and promotion of the historic sites under their jurisdiction to the MOI for examination.
